•	 Thank God that He has given you authority to resist the devil and the promise  
	 that he will flee.

•	 Ask God to help you boldly take your authority and rebuke the enemy and his lies.

•	 Praise God that your body is the temple in which the Holy Spirit dwells.

•	 Thank God that His Spirit shines through your body, because you take authority  
	 over any lies or attacks against you.

•	 Thank Jesus for the victories you will have as you use your authority as a believer.

Action Steps

•	 In your Healing University journal, write out statements about who you are in Christ  
	 and what authority you have through the accomplished work of the cross. Now write  
	 down some of the lies that you’ve believed. Take a red pen, and over top of each lie  
	 write a rebuke explaining your authority and how you’re using it against that lie. 

•	 Settle in your heart that Jesus has all authority because of His victory on the cross and  
	 has given His authority to you to use against the lies of the enemy. Examine your heart  
	 and, when you are ready, make the following declaration and don’t waver from it:
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	 I believe that Jesus has all authority because of His victory on the cross and has given  
	 His authority to me to use against the lies of the enemy.
